Introduction
　This is our 15th aid program in Sowom&Kaok,East Sepic province, PNG.

Over these17 years since the 1st aid party was sent to Sisano Lagoon, Aitape damaged by Great Tsunami in1998, the ASPA’s aid program in PNG has been held under the friendship with the Sowom villagers and many local people’s cooperation. 
Thanks to our longtime interrelationship, we are pleased to have accomplished our first official project in Sowom in 2007 named ”The installment of the Small-sized Hybrid Clean Energy Unit into Sowom Village” with the Grant Aid for Japanese NGO’s Project.
Meantime, not only our visit to PNG, but also Jacob, one of the leaders of Sowom and some youth could visit Japan to learn the skill of producing coconut soap.

It is my privilege to have learned that the Sowom was selected as a model village of its environmental subsidy program by the local government. I hope that our skill aids, such as building a guest house and a kit of bed by local materials will be of help to fulfill their simple lives by training the youth generation to survive. 
Not only to continue our program in Sowom, but also to expand our network, in 2013 we had our charcoal project in Paramana villge, Aroma Coast arranged kindly by MrGaikovina Kula whose son, Raula is now working for the Osaka University as an assistant professor. 
  Focusing the 6 purposed mentioned on the front page, we would like to share our technical idea with PNG local people and let us appeal how precious to act in PNG, the most eco-advanced country. .Be pleased to make an action for others no matter where you are.
